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Parishioners Tell of Trip to Greece and Turkey

ancient world in St. Paul’s time.

“What a concept! The idea of travelingdreece and Turkey in the
footsteps of Paul is huge. It involves ancient ierdéecause that is the
forerunner of early Christianity. It involves thée| death, resurrection, and
teachings of Jesus Christ because that is whatdPeathed. And it
involves knowledge of Greek philosophy and histng how that affects
us today in Fayetteville, NC,” explained Jean Harma
“We certainly did not come back with aletnswers, but we made a
start early in the morning of May'8n the parking lot of First Presbyterian
Church. Jay and Sharon Coker loaded forty of usarius to go to the

Athens, Greece, in one day. It was a twenty-fowrhip and, awaiting us
upon arrival in Athens, was a sightseeing touhefdity! That was a prelude of things to come; vezev
happily busy and on the go most of the time.

“The sumptuous luxury of the Grand Bretabtotel soothed us for the next two days as we teavie
Athens seeing the sights,” she continued.

“The highlight of Athens was visiting thewpolis,” Peggy Holt said. “The Acropolis hill, salled the
‘Sacred Rock’ of Athens, is the most important sit¢he city. During Pericles’ Golden Age, anci@reek
civilization was represented in an ideal way ontitle and some of the architectural masterpiedebe period
were erected on its grounds.

“Near the Acropolis is Mars Hill,” Peggyminued. “In Roman mythology, Mars was the god af vHis
counterpart in Greek mythology was Ares. Many tiatins of the Bible use the word ‘Areopagus’ isstef
the phrase ‘Mars’ Hill' when naming this locatiorhe Apostle Paul had the opportunity address the
philosophers of Athens on Mars’ Hill and there pagoed to them, ‘God, Who made the world and eveng
init.”

“The third sunny day we rode by bus to weigdy Cape Sounion south of Athens to see the éemo
remains of a temple to Poseidon,” Jean said. “Sechdielieve Paul probably saw this temple durisgips.
By noon we were back in Mikrolimeno for a seasigigch by the yacht-filled harbor. After lunch we wém
the commercial port of ancient Piraeus where wadahe ‘Orient Queen’ of the Louis Cruise Lines tivaj
for us.

“We then set sail across the ‘wine darkgfan Sea for Turkey,” Jean said. “Arrival in Istahlby ship is
a must. The exoatic skyline loomed and as we saileser and closer and we were able to make outretmaf
several mosques and the Topkapi Palace and caellitheeed tiled roof of the hospital where Florence
Nightingale worked during the Crimean War.

“Wednesday was a visit to Lindos and Rhddi=an said.
“We climbed to the Acropolis of Lindos past Greettmen who
spread their tablecloths and linens out on rocksifitors to see
and purchase.”

“Lindos is an ancient city guarded by ieedl walls con-
structed in the 3 century BC,” Peggy explained. “The Acropolis
(and Temple of Athena) sits on the brink of a pria 400 feet
above the sea. The views of the Aegean Sea aihSits Bay

Muslim Blue Mosque make the difficult walk up the mountain worth tHéog. The
magnificent views from the top show where the AfgoBiaul cast
anchor during his voyage to Ephesus.

“Rhodes is a medieval walled city, builtie early 1% century by the Knights of St. John of Jerusalem,”
Peggy continued. “The order resided within the fityn 1309 until the Turkish conquest of 1522. Tiand
of Rhodes was ceded to Greece in 1947.”

“We sailed on from Rhodes to Crete and Saritthe following day,” Jean said. “Paul shipwrecdknear
the shores of Crete (Acts 27). On Crete we enj@gsing the archeological work done on the veryeatci
Minoan Palace of Knossos built around 1900 BC. Smstoration made it easier to imagine Minoan times
Approaching Santorini by sea is another arrival #feould not be missed.
